Made by an intrepid winery, Small Gully, this sterling,
aromatic, properly aged blend of Grenache, Syrah, & Mourvedre
brings great pleasures at a more than fair dividend. Chef adores
“M” and here’s a vivid display of why Mourvedre shines! $44

Scholium Project, “Bricco Babelico” Petite Sirah, 2007
Renegade philosopher-winemaker Abe Schoener found
beautiful tiny berries coaxed to give the deepest brambly blue
fruits from the Tenbrink Vineyards in North Cali. The result is a
proper ode to the ancient wine gods of Babylon, a little
dangerous because it’s so damn good & intellectual. $58

R. Lopez de Heredia, “Bosconia Gran Reserva,” 1991
(Rioja, Spain)

We are devoted to all the wines from this fascinating, historic
estate, but the careful skill and love given to these majestic Gran
Reservas makes them stand apart, in an ocean of expensive
wines. Finesse and strength, joy and meditative silence, profound
depths and sheer fun that can make me giggle with pleasure,
here is an awesome wine in every sense of the word! $125

Hubert Lamy, St. Aubin Rouge, ““‘Les Paradis,” 2008
Now that Hubert’s son, Olivier, has taken the reins, the gains of
the estate’s growth show how dedicated young vignerons dig
deep to create great drinking bargains in Burgundy. This
affordable Pinot Noir is testament to the Lamy’s work ethic. $49

Alain Graillot, Crozes-Hermitage,
Syrah, 2008 (Rhone, France)

Graillot 1s known as the king of Crozes, and his juicy Syrah bakes
under the warm sun and rocky soils of this place. Alain uses
whole bunches to make his powerful, dark, huge wine, and the
sensation of roasting meats & sizzling, fine chewiness are the

hallmarks of his, nevertheless, very elegant Syrah. $55

Radio Coteau, “Savoy,” Pinot Noir, 2007
(Anderson Valley, Cal)
We often say this is the Jimmy Graham of Pinot Noirs, for good
reasons! Anderson Valley is typically a cool climate coastal headlands
terroir, but 2007 gave Eric Sussman of Radio Coteau an accidentally
perfect vintage for his robust style of Pinot Noir. The long, hot
summer gave the grapes plush power while they dug down for
minerality. It’s the most bad ass Pinot we’ve ever tasted, and the

wine is in ridiculously short supply, verging on cult status. $80

Rocche dei Manzoni, “Quatr Nas,” 1998
While Valentino Mingliorini loved his classic Cru Barolo
vineyards, he pioneered this Super Piemonte blend of
estate grown Cab, Merlot & Pinot Noir, all made separately,
then barrel-aged with 50% Nebbiolo. Huge, yet silky. $52

O0ld & New Red Wines

Rocche dei Manzoni, Barbera “Sorito Moscani,” 2001
(Piemonte, Italy)

Another of Valentino Migliorini’s idiosyncratic,
beautifully aged cellar treasures. This Barbara is showing
its style like a fast race car: vibrant fruit up front, and such
fresh, well-knit balance of acidity and structure, the risk
becomes how fast this wine begs to be enjoyed. $55

Talenti, Rosso, 2001 (Tuscany, Italy)
A blend of estate-grown Sangiovese & Syrah, this hidden
gem by one of the very best Tuscan winemakers happens
to hail from the spectacular 2001 vintage. Fortuna smiles
upon those intrepid enough to choose this wine. $48

Three, “Suscol Creek, Block 54,”
Cabernet Sauvignon, 2007 (Napa Valley)

Matt Cline is an artistic winemaker who usually showcases odd
grapes, like Mataro & Carignan, from specific sites. Due to a
twist of fate involving basketball, he got the chance to make

Napa Cab on pre-phylloxera old vines grown on basalt in the
epic 2007 vintage. Astonishing wine, truly remarkable! $110

Bruno Colin, Chassagne-Montrachet Rouge,
Vieilles Vignes, 2007
This is one of the silkiest, complex “delicate” style of
Pinot one finds in Burgundy; a genuine strength in finesse
shown as these old red grapes survive pretty much like a
weed too proud to die in what’s now white wine

country; organic, gnarled vines, pretty awesome! $57

Hirsch Family Vineyards, “M,” 2008

Utterly absorbing balance of fruit forward beauty and
length. It like finding out that the shy, pretty boy likes to
dance...with you! Old vines concentrated along the San
Andreas Fault gave a command performance this vintage.
Our entire staft swooned over this wine, and its friendly
persona epitomizes what we like about the Hirsch family

and their pioneering Pinot Noirs from the coast. $75
